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BACKGROUND
The motto of our school is “Your Web. Your School. Your Future.”  With this motto in mind, we expect that everyone associated with the school will be good digital citizens.  This means that we expect students to be active contributors in our connected world, but we also expect them to be safe, legal, and responsible. 

It is important to recognize that there are public and password-protected spaces on the Web.  Spaces that are public are accessible to anyone in the world.  Password-protected spaces are less public, with certain people allowed access.  The Clovis Online School Moodle and Windows Live are two password-protected spaces; specifically developed for students in COS (other spaces like these are being developed).  It is important to note that everything that occurs in these two spaces are tracked and recorded.  In addition, it is important to realize that anything you do associated with our school, reflects on our school, whether a text message, IM, email, posting on a website and any other open space. As you post things in your public spaces (Facebook, MySpace, YouTube, blogs, websites, Twitter, etc.), consider how the world (including your parents and teachers) may respond to what you post. 
GUIDELINES/POLICY

Towards this end, it is expected that each student will be responsible in your use of the online school tools and the worldwide network by doing the following:

· Respect Yourself. I will select online names that are appropriate, I will consider the information and images that I post online.  I will publish material that is my own.
· Protect Yourself. I will not publish my personal details, contact details or a schedule of my activities especially in public places.

· Respect Others. I will not use technologies to bully or tease other people.

· Protect Others. I will protect others by reporting abuse or problems

· Respect Intellectual Property. I will cite any and all use of websites, books, media, etc.

· Protect Intellectual Property. I will request to use the software and media others produce.

A list of some of the acceptable and unacceptable activities based on this policy are listed below:

	· Sharing constructive criticism and positive comments. 

· Use only your first name, and those of your classmates in public spaces. 

· Use language that would be appropriate in the presence of adults and teachers
· Respect the comments of teachers and other students.  (Discussing and disagreeing over issues are appropriate, but consider the tone.)
· If you use any information from another web site or article or report, include a citation (list where you got the information from at the bottom of your page).


	· Sending or displaying offensive or inappropriate messages or pictures

· Harassing, insulting or attacking others (including students, teacher, school officials or anyone connected with the online school)
· It is illegal to use obscene, profane, threatening, or disrespectful language (avoid put downs or any type of negative comments)
· Sending or displaying intimidating, hostile, or offensive messages 

· Accessing another person’s computer, folders, work, or files without their consent

· Violating copyright laws

· Any illegal activities 



Additionally, students agree to act in an appropriate and responsible manner consistent with the Clovis Unified School District (CUSD) standards for network use Policy 7205 district standards by honoring this agreement.

Students in violation of these policies listed above will be subject to disciplinary action, which may include failing grades on assignments, suspension, removal from the Clovis East Summer School program and/or expulsion from the Clovis Unified School District.
